· Completed 2007 percentage of sales (if applicable). Form is enclosed IF you were a vendor last year. Applications will NOT be accepted if a percentage form and fees are not enclosed. ALL food vendors (profit and non  profit) must pay the percentage. 

Space assignments will be made on a first come first served basis. I cannot promise an exact location but I will get you as close as possible.  

Corner spots are limited. If you request and pay for a corner and there are none available, you will receive a refund at the festival. 

We will continue to offer a limited number of vendors to set up and sell on Friday. 

There will be a vendor meeting on June 30th, from 6-7 PM in the gazebo at the Silverdale Waterfront Park. If you mail your application prior to the meeting, you can pick up your vendor packet, which will include your space assignment, vendor pass, location of amenities and general information. If you are a new vendor, I recommend you attend.

The enclosed information is very important. Please read carefully!

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Street Fair Rules and Regulations July 25th, 26th and 27th, 2008

Vendors must provide at least one trash receptacle (vendor name must be written on receptacle) with a disposable liner for public use. FOOD vendors must supply a 32 gallon receptacle. If a trash receptacle is NOT provided, you will forfeit your cleaning deposit. These must be emptied into the 40 yarder provided by the festival. DO NOT USE THE LOCAL BUSINESS OR COUNTY DUMPSTERS. Whaling Days dumpsters will be labeled. Each vendor is responsible for keeping the area in front and in back of his or her booth clean and free of trash. All cardboard boxes must be broken down flat before stored.

Food vendors must provide and use gloves for food service. All storm drains pass in the outlet, so all gray water must be disposed of in the shelter in the middle of the park. All vendors must provide proof of insurance with Seafair-Boeing and Whaling Days Festival named as additional insured with your application. If needed, Whaling Days Festival will add you to their insurance policy for an additional fee if submitted one month prior to the festival.

ACCOUNTING - To cover the overall costs associated with the festival, each food vendor must pay the base fees plus 5% gross sales (including not for profit organizations), before taxes. To calculate these factors, revenue figures must be finalized and submitted with the final fees by August 31, 2008. Failure to comply will result in denial of future participation in the Whaling Days Festival.

CLEANING DEPOSIT - A refundable cleaning deposit of $50.00 will be collected to ensure that your booth area is left clean. Please make this a separate check. This will be refunded to you on Sunday when your booth area is approved as long as you provided a trash receptacle. If you depart before your area is approved and your area is not clean your check will be cashed without further notice. IF YOU SEND ONLY ONE CHECK YOU WILL NOT BE REFUNDED THE $50 CLEANING DEPOSIT. If you leave before your area is approved and the area IS clean, your check will be shredded, NOT returned. 

CANCELLATION - After July 1, 2008  no refunds will be given.

HOURS OF OPERATION (Vendors are required to be open Saturday thru Sunday)

Friday 5:00 P.M. - 9:30 P.M. - Saturday 11:00 A.M. - 8:00 P.M. -  Sunday 10:00 A.M. - 6:00 P.M.

SECURITY - Deputies from the Kitsap County Sheriff’s Office will be in attendance during festival hours. Please secure all items at the end of each festival day. The Silverdale Whaling Days Festival cannot take responsibility for damage to any booth or its contents. Overnight security will not be provided.

SET UP – All food vendors may set up on Friday. See your map and pass for set up time. Non food vendors located in the first block on Byron Street may also set up and sell on Friday. See your map and pass for set up time.  Set up times will vary with vendor location. No vehicles will be allowed in the park on Friday after 4PM for set up. Regular set up for all other vendors will be on Saturday any time between 5:00 A.M and 9 AM. You will be given a booth number and map at the general meeting on Monday, June 25th from 6-7 P.M. at the Silverdale Waterfront Park. (In the gazebo) 

ON SITE VEHICLE ACCESS - Replenishing of supplies will be allowed before and after hours of operation only and can be made by any vehicle displaying a transferable vehicle pass with your booth number on it. Any vehicle not displaying the pass will be towed away at the owner’s expense.

VENDOR PARKING - We have VERY limited vendor parking available on Lowell Street. If the parking is full, you will be directed to park outside the barricades. Parking is available on a first come first served basis.  If you have people working shifts through-out the day, there is Shuttle service from the Kitsap Mall. 

INSURANCE – FOR ALL VENDORS  - A copy of a certificate of insurance listing Whaling Days and Seafair-Boeing with liability of $1,000,000 must be provided at least one week prior to festival. 

SPACE - The space contracted for use is to be used by the exhibiter whose name appears on the Contract and no portion can be sublet or assigned. The exhibitor shall forfeit his/her right to the space and all fees paid. One space and application per vendor. We do not allow sharing a space for multiple products. 

PEPSI CO-OP - Pepsi Bottling Company partners with Whaling Days in providing ALL of the vendor beverage services for the weekend of Whaling Days. Please see form included with application outlining details.
