Come join the fun!  Be part of the Silverdale Dandy Lions “Whaling Days Grand Parade” on Saturday, 30 July 2011.  The parade is part of the Seattle Seafair Celebration.  Entering the parade” is as easy as 1 2 3. 

Step 1: Read and complete this entry form. 

Step 2: Mail page two of this entry form to our Post Office Box no later than 14 July 2011.  You may also email your script to lionsgrandparade@gmail.com; however, we must have the signed copy of page two.  We will contact you the week before the parade to verify receipt of your entry.  Entries postmarked after 14 July will be placed at the rear of the parade on a space available basis.

Step 3: All entries must have a representative check-in the morning of the parade behind the Target Store  in the South East corner of the parking lot.  Please enter from the South side (REAR) portion of the Target store parking lot from Randall Way.  Check-in time is from 8:15am to 9:32am.  We have found it’s much better if large groups select one person to check in for the group.  Your staging number will be given out the morning of the parade when you check in.  This number must be placed on the left front side of your entry.  Entries will then be staged along Kitsap Mall Blvd. with “even” numbered entries on the Mall side and “odd” numbered entries on the Target side.
The parade starts promptly at 10am, heading south along Silverdale Way, approximately one mile.

The following rules apply to all parade participants. Failure to comply with any of these rules shall be cause to be immediately ejected from the parade.  Parade chairs reserve the right to deny participation of any entry.

A. No stopping, except at designated performance points, or unnecessary delays that affect the timely procession of the parade.

B. An adult clean-up crew must accompany units with animals in the staging area before the parade and during the parade.

C. No speeding, reckless driving or open exhaust.

D. No offensive music may be played in the staging area or on the parade route. 

E.  No materials (candy, water. etc.) may be thrown from or by parade entries; however, materials may be handed out by folks walking along the parade route.

F.  Entries sponsored by and displaying commercial signage will be charged a $35.00 fee per commercial
      entity.
G.  Entries of Political character will be charged a $50.00 fee per political candidate.
H.  Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are forbidden in the staging area and on the parade route.

I.   To sell items along the parade route, you must buy and visibly display, a street fair Vendor pass from Whaling
     Days, (call them @ 360-692-1107 for details).

J. You must have valid insurance coverage for each entry and all its participants.
K. Kitsap Mall Boulevard is for staging only; vehicles not in the parade must leave the staging area.

All fees must be paid in advance.  Please enclose your check made payable to the Silverdale Dandy Lions.  Refunds must be requested at least two days prior to the parade.
Winners will be contacted and posted in the Central Kitsap Reporter and The Kitsap Sun.    We are very happy to make arrangements for pick-up of the awards.

DVD copies of the parade will be available through WestSound TV @ 360-613-9734.  The parade will be shown on local Comcast cable channel 12 and Wavecable channel 3.  Check local listings for dates and times.
