Post ride showers available (Bring a towel). Enjoy the Whaling Day Festival in Silverdale. Special Friday/Saturday night hotel rates at Silverdale Beach Hotel for TdK riders.  Choose your start location

If you ride the 32, 48, 72 or 102 mile course you can start from Silverdale or from the Bremerton Ferry terminal. Indicate your start choice when registering. The Bremerton Ferry Terminal is just one mile away from our marked course. A TdK registrar will meet the ferries that leave Seattle between 6:00 and 8:30 am.

 Family Friendly Rides

For 2011 we offer 5 or 12 mile family friendly routes. The 5 mile route is an out and back on the Clear Creek Trail that will appeal to families with younger children who are new to biking. We will have road marshals at uncontrolled street crossings to help with traffic control. 1 mile of the trail is paved, the other 1.5 miles is hard packed gravel. The 12 mile route is for young children & parents with road riding experience. There is one medium climb and one curvy and fast downhill that ends at a stop sign on this route.

Ride Services

The 5 and 12 mile routes will have a food stop available along the Clear Creek Trail. The 5 mile route will have an extra stop at the Crista Retirement Center waterfront walkway. The longer routes feature theme refreshment stops providing food and drinks. A free 'Bag Check' and bike corral will be located at the Silverdale start area. Each route is SAG supported.  HAM radio communications will be on site as well.
